CRJ 115 satisfies a requirement for the criminal justice degree program and the AS-T Administration of Justice. 
	TextField1: This course introduces students to the characteristics of the criminal justice system in the United States. Focus is placed on examining
crime measurement, theoretical explanations of crime, responses to crime, components of the system, and current challenges to the
system. The course examines the evolution of the principles and approaches utilized by the justice system and the evolving forces which have shaped those principals and approaches. Although justice structure and process is examined in a cross cultural context, emphasis is placed on the US justice system, particularly the structure and function of US police, courts, and corrections. Students are introduced to the origins and development of criminal law, legal process, and sentencing and incarceration policies.
	TextField1: 1. Demonstrate an understanding of criminological theories used to explain crime and criminality.
2. Understand the history, development, and structure, and function of American police, courts, and corrections.
3. Demonstrate an understanding of the history, structure, and function of the police.
4. Convey an understanding of the process of adjudication.
5. Show an understanding of corrections including the roles of probation, parole, and community corrections; as well as the functions  of prisons and jails.
6. Identify and describe special issues in the criminal justice system involving juvenile delinquency, drugs, and the future
development.
7. Utilize conclusions from scholarly research in creating informed positions on controversial issues in criminal justice.
8. Demonstrate the ability to raise critically relevant questions based on independent reading of criminal justice literature.
9. Effectively follow the appropriate writing style practiced in the social sciences.

	TextField1: Students will research law enforcement/corrections activities within their community or their job environment, prepare a written synopsis of their findings, and discuss their findings with their classmates. In addition, students will list the impact that their findings have on the community or on the corrections setting.

	TextField1: May include web-based research, field experience with local professionals and para-professionals and visitations at local counseling, community, and police and law enforcement facilities.
	TextField1: Methods of instruction, as determined by each instructor, may include lecture/discussion, discussion seminar, computer assisted
instruction, lab/workshop combinations, and audio.
	TextField1: 
Written assignments, practical examinations, and class participation.

	TextField1: Methods of instruction for this course taught via online, ITV, or hybrid instruction may include, but are not limited to instructional
materials delivered by online interface (The Bridge”), email correspondence, private consultation, voicemail, video presentation s and
instruction by computer-aided projects.

	TextField1: Students enrolled in this course via distance education will be graded based on their performance in the following areas: exams, exercises from the lab manual, internet exercises, and short essays.
	TextField1: Daily, weekly or biweekly contact between the instructor and student is conducted via the exchange of discussions, chats, forum threads, exercises and reading activities. The course materials are distributed to individual students via the online interface (“The Bridge”), completed and then grade by the instructor. The instructor makes comments, instructional advice and notes on the materials and returns the graded work to the student for evaluation and subsequent learning. Following each exam, the student is provided with a progress report allowing the student to know with certainty his or her standing in the course. Additionally, the online interface provides a gradebook function allowing the students to follow their standing within the class.
	TextField1: Consistent with policy elements listed in the ACCJC’s “Policy on Distance Education and on Correspondence Education,” the College verifies the identity of a student who participates in class or coursework by using and the College’s discretion, such methods as a secure log-in and password, proctored examinations, or other technologies or practices that are developed and effective in verifying each student’s identification.
	TextField1: The procedure might consist of a short assessment questionnaire prepared by the instructor and self-administered by the student.  The questionnaire would evaluate areas such as working independently, adhering to timelines, and familiarity with working online and with computer technology.  The student would use the resulting score to evaluate his or her readiness to take the course in an online, ITV or hybrid instructional mode.
